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Any large city has its own history filled
with dramatic and happy pages, which
recount of significant events and names
of people who were part and parcel of
the past of that city. The modern capital of
sovereign Kazakhstan is no exception and
also has a rich history.

The year 1830, when the forfress
Akmola was founded on the natural
boundary Karaotkel beside the Ishim River,
is officially accepted as the reference point
for the city's history. In 1832 this forfress
received the status of a city and became
the centre for of Akmolinsk Okrug (district).

The choice of this location was not
accidental. From time immemorial, it had
been the focal point in the lives of nomadic
fribes, where their high-ranking military sta-
tioned and held meetings to discuss crucial
issues concerning the nomads of Saryarka.
According fo various sources, the steppes
of Akmola has always been the territory
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where close contacts between different
ethnic groups and cultures occurred. In
the middle of the first millennium B.C., the
so-called route through the Great steppe,
recounted by the ancient Greek historian
Herodotus, passed here.

Archaeologists were able to prove
in 2003 that the location of the present-
day city used to be the site of a medieval
town. Results of a four-year excava-
tion established beyond doubt that this
medieval city appeared and functioned
during the X-XII centuries. Archaeologists
believe that the location of the present-
day capital of Kazakhstan used to be the
site of a settlement, which functioned as
a military headquarters and residence of
the rulers.

Occupying an advantageous posi-
tion on the caravan route from Tashkent
to Ural and other regions of the Russian
empire, Akmolinsk soon turned into a
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large commercial centre. A local mer-
chant class began to form in the society
and the city's boundaries were defined
in 1873.

One of the brightest pages of the
history of city concerns a very grandiose
event —Akmolinsk became the centre for
the development of virgin and fallow
lands. It was reflected in its new name -
Tselinograd. However, its historical name
Akmola was returned to it in 1992.

1994 was indeed the turning point in
the fate of the city. On 6th June that year
the Supreme Soviet approved the enact-
ment “On the transfer of the capital of the
Republic of Kazakhstan”. The choice for
the capital was determined against a sys-
tem of criteria including 32 parameters.
Of all the variants Akmola safisfied most
of these parameters.

The state of the city, its territory,
location, which is practically in the geo-
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graphical centre of Kazakhstan, proxim-
ity to large economic regions and the
crossing of the large transport routes, well
established heating, water and electricity
supply, developed transport infrastructure,
normal ecological conditions all helped
fo cement this choice.

Transferring the capital to Akmola
was perceived by many with pessimism,
however thanks to the persistence and
political will of the Head of State, this
historic step was taken. What is more, the
transformation of the city into a genuine
administrative centre of the country took
place within a relatively short period of
fime. In 1995 the skeleton personnel of
higher and central organs of control that
had fo transfer, starting from the following
year, were determined. From January 1,
1997 a Special Economic Zone began
functioning on the territory of the capital.
November that same year saw the official
transfer to the new capital of the state
symbols of Kazakhstan.

In May 1998, a Decree signed by
the President gave the city its traditional
name that we know today - Astana. This
new name defines the meaning of the
word “Astana”, translated as capital, with
also a harmonious pronunciation and
spelling in different languages.

And lastly, a solemn presentation cer-
emony of the new capital of Kazakhstan
attended by heads of the states, politi-
cians and representatives from interna-
tional organizations was held on June 10,
1998. That day history gave the symboli-
cal signal to the start of the future new
capital of sovereign Kazakhstan - Astana.

Today one can say without any hesi-
tation that Astana is a city moving into the
future. That was confirmed by the fact that
Astana in 1999 became the winner of the
UNESCO-initiated Cities of Peace Prize.
