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Kazakh Nomadic Culture 

The society that has passed through the longest formation in the human history 

is a nomadic soc iety. For thousands of years, nations and peoples who li ved to the 

east of the Great Wall and to the west to the Mediterranean Sea in the vast steppes 

of Eurasian led a nomadic life which was caused by the need to adapt to the natural 

env ironm ent. More specifically the great steppe has forced the people living there 

to lead the spec ial nomadic way of life. The people who lived a quiet life in the 

warm and wide lands by way of hunting have preferred to build for themselves 

dwellings out of stones and wood , to tame wi ld animals , to pasture , to turn up the 

soi l and set seeds, to open up mines, to melt iron and copper and to weave . When 

the need arose they began to use natural resources. Traditionally the cohabiting 

races and tribes existed harmoniously starting from the known things to faiths -

beliefs leading a nomadic living. 

Nomadism is a historically formed economic and socia l system. Nomadism has 

been the basis of pastoral catt le farming in the Eurasian and Afro-As ian territory 

for a long time. The historians define the following periods of nomad ism - Ancient, 

Classic and Modern . The Saka, Uisun , Qangly, Huns and other tribes belonged 

to the ancient nomads of the great steppe. Io the Turkic times , the Mongolian 

C la ssic period of Nomad ism contributed much to world development. The system 

of cattle breeding represented a type of ordered and well-deve loped economy, 

having improved household particularities. The cattle breeding that became a main 

production tool for the nomads living in the Eurasian steppes gave not only the 

food , but its products were used also for exchange. By developing the method s of 

cattle husbandry, nomadism improved continuously beginning from the daily used 

hous e hold tools to moral and ethica l notions . 

One of the main problems among the nomads was a lack of nat·ional unity. 

In the Eurasian market society, possession of property and civil relations are 

of fundamental importance . But for the nomads , blood and intertribal relations 

are much more va lu ab le. The notion "Fathers ' land"is for the nomad s a sacred 

guarantee of unity of the native shore and recognition of the sacrosanctity of the 

land of neighboring peoples. As a result of understanding time and space, moving 

from one place to another, and stationing in a suitable climatic zone , the nomads 

could put cultural and climatic characteristics to good use. For example , from 

ancient times in Kazakhstan they used June pasture field . The wooded lands and 

steppes of the southeast mountains were used for summ e r grazing due to abundant 

rain. The eastern and centra l regions were used for winter grazings. And spring and 

autumn pasture fields were adjoining summer and winter fields. According to the 
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established traditions the June pasture fields were di vided among the fami li es an d 

all other lands were used together. Understanding the fierce nature of the steppe, 

forecasting its interna l regu larities are the main aspects of the nomadic culture. 

"The dry steppe may be developed on ly by a herder, but to farm its territory with 

success, one shou ld continu ous ly improve his mastery and this requires specia l 

human and intellectual qualities" -says the English historian A. J. Toynbee (1889-

1975). Cattle breeding is more comp lex compared to other forms of agr ic ul ture 

because a farmer uses the natural blessings directly, and the nomads use the cattle 

as a mechanism that processes the plants of nature. People who do not possess 

intelligence, kindness, self-control and good intuition could not li ve on the fierce 

steppe . The nomadic culture fulfills the function of an in termediary, express in g 

tender re lations between a man and nature . The nomadic society ex isted in the form 

of - nomadic/ half-nomadic cattle breeding whic h bad a great influence on their 

world -view. An integral part of this world view was based on such concepts as 

"world" and "man". This world view bas generated various trad itions, customs, and 

ideas about the development of nature. The foundational concepts of the ancient 

nomads were blue sky, endless world and the all powerful Creator of the blue sky 

- the Sun in the sky. Together, the nomadic life-style , four species of animal stock 

and the Earth Mother formed material we ll-b e ing. Nomads understood the first 

astronomic notions of space. 

The nomadic way of life has implemented specific requirements for c hild­

raising. The rigors of life on the steppe developed peop le who were spiritually rich 

and concerned with their community. Nomadic li fe makes nomads good at singing 

and dancing and having imaginative qualities. The history of nomads, lastin g for 

several centuries, shows their coordination, their great-h eartedness , and their life 

dreams. The spiritua l life and world views of the nomads , which have been greatly 

undervalued , have been recognized as random and systemless. Nomads have been 

called "primitive" and "savages" . However, the evidence shows that nomadism bas 

played an important role in h istory. The economic system, national attr ibutes, and 

public administration found in nomadism have been proven just as good as those of 

great world civi lizations [Kazakh National Encyclopedia - Vo l. 5, pages 62, 63]. 

Some believe that nomads cou ld not reach an intensive development of 

culture and sc ience as developed countries. However, the H istorical Encyclopedia 

says:"When the nations of the New and Old World bad big changes, in the steppe, 

the life -sty le of the nomads underwent changes slow ly" [Markov G . E.]. The 

requirements of industrialization changed the cond itions of the tribes. Thus the 

sma ll tribes have grown into strong communities of tribes. During this long 

hi storica l period up to development of fire weapons, the world of the nomads 

became one of the mo st s trong and powerful force in the human history. The 

Kazakh National Encyclopedia states the following about formation of the Kazakh 

people:"In a thousand years BC, the ancient tribes that lived within the territory 

of Kazakhstan moved to the nomadic life sty le . Several unions of tribes we re 



formed. The largest among them is Saka. They inhabited the South-East beginning 

from the shores of Syr Darya, borderlands of Karatau, Talas to the Tien Shan 

mountains. The tribes inhabiting the shores of Aral, Syr Darya, a long Amur Darya 

have formed into the union - Massagets. The Saka lived opposite the Scythians 

and populated north of the Black Sea and alongside Dnepr and the Savromats. The 

Kazakh people's culture stems mostly from the Saka. Archeology (burying places, 

treasures etc.) show the history of the Saka and their material and spiritual culture. 

On the southern lands of modern Kazakhstan, alongside the rivers Syr Darya, Talas 

and Chu, new unions of the combined tribes have occurred based on the ancient 

Saka. These tribes include the Huns, Uisuns , Qangly, and Sarmatians. They became 

a strong state and left a definite imprint in the history, culture, and art of Central 

Asia. They lived before the 5•h century AD and cooperated with many nations. Apart 

from the ancient local Saka, the Hun, Uisun, and Qangly were special founding 

figures in the formation of the nomadic race. This long ethnic process began in 

the first half of the first century BC. It was able to fully form only in the 5•h and 

6'h centuries AD. Many tribes that became a background of the Kazakh nation 

entered into the Turkic Khanate in 552 and came to be known under such different 

names as Chumygun, Day, lrki, Chuban (Shumanakh), Dulu. "Ten tribes" were an 

ethnic and political foundation of the Western Turkic Khaganate being founded in 

the year 603. They held lands of the ancient Uisun located between the roots of 

Karatau and Dzungarian Basin. In the east of the river Chu the lands were owned 

by the five tribes Dulu, in the west - by the five tribes Nushebi. Instead of the 

Turkic Khanate in (704-756) the Turgesh Khanate was founded, and then (756-

940) - the Karluk Khanate and they ruled over the said tribes. At the times of the 

governance of these states, the tribes moved to sedentary life and the agriculture of 

farming was developed. The cities flourished and trade revi ved . During that period 

the Karluks, Shigils, Yagmals, Adgul lived alongside Zhetysu and Talas, and in 

the Central Kazakhstan and, alongside Syr Darya, the Oghuz and Qypchak ruled 

over."Some of these groups of the oghuz have influenced the emergence of the kind 

of the Kazakh people. "Early states of the Naimans , Kereis, Jalairs , though they 

were in the east of the Central Asia, in the territory of Mongolia which borders 

Kazakhstan , had a direct influence on the nomadic history. After the defeat of the 

Mongols the Naimans and Kereis , the Jalairs began to gradua ll y join the forming 

numerous Turkic people or rather the Kazakh people. Because Naimans expanded 

along the banks of the Syr Darya in Mongol empire, it lays an important foundation 

for formation of Kazakh people. The scope of Kereis expanded along the Volga 

River. After that they join the Kazakh people. In the northern and north-eastern 

regions of Kazakhstan li ved the Qypchak engaged in nomadic cattle breeding. 

The Qypchak ruled over in the 11 'h century in the vast Kazakh steppes and in the 

southern Russian steppes and in the I 2'h century sett led to the river Dnepr. The 

Qypchak mainly joined the Kazakh people . Combining of the Turkic tribes li vin g 

in the steppe regions of Kazakhstan in the l l 'h-12'h centuries, developing of the 
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economic and cultural relations with the regions deve loping agricu lture in a sett led 

environment bas become an important period in t he for mat ion of the Kazakh 

nation. On the way of the formation of the nomads as a s ing le nation an importa nt 

imprint was left by the Mongo li an in vasion wh ich began in the l 3'h century. After 

the death of Genghis Khan in the mid - l 3'h century most of the la nd of the nom ads 

passed under domination of his eldest son Jochi Khan, o nl y the shores of Z hetys u 

belonged to his second son Chagatai Khan. A sma ll part of the north-eastern part of 

Kazakhstan was transferred to his third son Ogodei Khan. After a s hort period of 

time the Mongols were mixed with the loca ls , especia ll y w ith Qypc hak, a nd fu ll y 

lost the characteristics inherent in them. After t he period of the Mongo l emp ire 

breakdown the development of the political life of the people of this region passed 

through isolation of severa l government structures that were formed on the local 

ethnic basis: White Horde (Ak Horde) , Mongo lstan, Khanate Ab ulkh air (State of 

Uzbek nomads) , Naga i Horde. The continuing public fragmentation of the people of 

Kazakhstan in the 14'h and early l 5 'h century led to the incorporation of three Juzes , 

or tribes." In the recent tro ub led times , "in order to unite the political fragme nted 

groups of Kazakh tribes and clans , the opportunity, for the first time, ex isted for 

them to become a part of the state . The creation of the Kazakh Khanate gave a rea l 

opportunity to solve this issue. 

The foundation of the Kazakh Khanate was a lawfu l result of the socio­

economical and etbno-po li tical developments wh ich began on the vast lands of the 

Eastern Desbti Qypchak, Zhetysu and South Kazakhstan. In the mid-15 'h century 

after the death of Abulkhair Khan his servant union of the nomadic tribes split into 

two Khanate "Kazakh" and "Uzbek." Kazakh Kbanate fully inherited the Easte rn 

edge of Ak Orda -sphere of jurisdiction of Jochi Khan , settled between the Urals 

and the Irtysh , Tyumen and Syr Darya . In the late 15 •h and early l 61h centuries , they 

were joined by the Great Juz (Uisun, Dulat). From that t im e the Kazakh state ha~ 

a certain land, its people spoke the same language , kept s imil ar household. There 

were simi lar traditions and customs that were close to each other. In the 15 1h-l6 1h 

centuries in connection with the breakdown of the Nogay, S iberian and Mongolian 

Khanate , fo ll owing major political events in the land of Kazakhstan , many ethnic 

groups and tr ibes have joined the Kazakh Khanate. In the 16 1h century there was the 

end of the process of of the Kazakh soc iety division into three Juzes . The Great Juz 

or Uisun clans in cluded - the Sary-Uisyn , Dulat, Alban , Suan , Jalair, Shaprashty, 

Qangly and Shanyshqyly, Osbaqty, Ysty, Serge li ; the M iddl e Juz in c lu ded the 

Argyn , Kerei , Naiman , Wag , Qonyrat , Qypcbak, Taraqty ; the Junior Juz - (the 

g roup of the Union Alshyn) such as Jetyru , Alimuli and Baiuli . Many of Junior Juz 

bad been Nogay since the t imes of the Go ld en Horde. A lso , the races related to 

them are found in the lower mouth of the Vo lga , th e North Caucasus , the Cr im ea 

(Zhagalbayli , Berish , Sherkesh , Malkar and others). 

In th e I 61h century under the rule of Khasym Khan the number of people of the 

Kazakh Khanate reached l million. The ethnic territory has exp a nded. Akhnazar, 



Tauke l Khan , in the l 7'h century Esim Khan, in the late l 7'h century - early l 8'h 

century Tauke Khan combined three Kazakh juzes (Kazakh Kbanate). The Dzbungar 

Khanate wh ich was founded in 1635 conducted an aggressive policy against the 

Kazakbs. In the first quarter of the l 8 'h century they organized several major 

campaigns. The largest "period of escapes of the most Kazakh people from their 

homes because of the attacks" in the years 1723-1725 brought big difficulties to the 

Kazakh people. After the death of Tauke Khan the isolation, estrangement of three 

Kazakh j uzes led to a weakening of the Kazakh Khanate . 

T he Dz hu ngars sh ifted one part of the Kazakhs from the ethnic territory , 

complete deprivation of livestock and pastures , the economic crisis bas discredited 

the Khans , increased confusion and slander" [Kazakh National Encyclopedia - Vol. 

5, pages 399, 400 , 401]. At the time when the unity of the Kazakh people broke 

down Russia firstly involved the Junior Juz under the rule of Abu lkhair Khan. In the 

year 1734 it took possession of one part of the Middle Juz. In the 2"d part of the l 9'h 

century it joined the Empire the whole of Kazakhstan. There were a lot of national 

liberation uprisings aga inst the colonial policy of Russia. They were headed by 

Syrym Datuli , Isatay Taymanuli , Kenesary Kasymuli , Zhankozha Nurmukhameduli 

and others . On 21-28 July 1917 on the eve of the October Revolution in Orenburg 

city hold first all Kazakh Congress, in fact , it was the Congress of the "Alash". A. 

Bokeikhan , M. Tynyshbay, M. Dulatu li, A. Baytursynuli , Zb. Dosmukhameduli , H. 

Dosmukhameduli, M. Zhumabayuli and others joined th e party Alash. In 1918, the 

city of Kokand the Kazakh members of intelligentsia opened the fourth Muslim 

Congress and founded the Turkestan autonomy. Mukametzhan Tynysbbay became the 

first prime minister, Mustafa Shokai - president. Then Alikhan Bokeikhan became 

president. At the initiative of the Kazakh intelligentsia the Kazakbs enthusiastically 

started foundation of a Kazakh country. But the Alasb party continued the work 

could not stay away from the Soviet exile that covered the whole Russia and Middl e 

Asia as a fire.

K. Akyshev said:" In the land of the Kazakhs , located on two 

continents, due to the natural geog raphical location, three types 

of farming developed . The first type was-the extensive nomadic 

husbandry formed in the bri g ht ye llow steppes of Western and Central 

Kazakhstan. In this area all kinds of cattle g ra zed twelve months a 

yea r all alone , so the main tradition of life was mo v ing hundreds of 

kilometers in the direction of longitude. The second type was a method 

of nomadic husbandry formed in the East and So uth East area, in the 

mountains Erenkabirga (Tien Shan) and the Alta y. The third type was -

half nomadic , half sedentary life formed in the fertile hollows of such 

ri ve rs as the Syr Darya in South Kazakhsta n, the Chu, the Talas , and 

the Arys. In these parts there was good development of agricult ur e, 

irrigation, urban culture, in the 6-4 centu ry before our era the people 

managed to build up human settlements as white pearls , it was usual to 

build high temples . Then the area of these se ttlements grew, and such 

c ities as Otrar, Taraz , Syganak, Ispijab , Asa (Yasy), Sauran have grown 

on the transcontinental crossroads between Europe and Asia" [Page

Kazakh language embodies the uniqueness of the 

spiritual and cultural herita ge of the Ka zak h people , 

passed down from generation to generation. Fairy tales, 

lege nd s, and proverbs are the basis of folklore and 

poetry which originated in the time of the ancient tribes. 

The ep ic is one of the best examples of this heritage. It 

is a confirmation that the Kazakhs were once a united 

people. Epics such as "Koblandi batyr", "Alpamis" , 

"Ertargyn", "Kambar Satyr" , "Kozykorpesh-Bayan 

Sulu", "Kyz Zhibek" and other works of the Kazakh 

oral literature emerged during the times of Saka (t he 

ancestors of the Turks). "Alip Ep Tunga" , "Shu batyr" , 

"Atylla" , "Kok bori" and "Ergene kon" were written 

before Christ. All of them are sources of modern Kazakh 

literature. 

ln the days of the Turkic Khanate , th e written 

literature came out of the oral tradition of the Saka 

and Huns . One of the epics that was created during 

the Turkic Khanate is called, the "Book of Korkyt 

Ata." Later during the revival of the Turkic people , 

the following famous works of the g reat sages came 

into the world: "Work on the art of poetry - rhetoric" 



by Al-Farabi (Alphrabius) and "Di wan lu g hat at-Turk" 

b y Mahmud al-Kashgari.

Let us consider names given in the region which 

spans from the snow-capped mountains of Altay, 

Tarbagatai, Sauyr, Erenkabyrga (T ien Shan) , May l i­

zhayyr, Alatau in the east to the Ural mountain in the 

west in the Dzungarian Basin to the steppes of Sary 

Arka, from water springs to broad rivers.

Hunting w ith birds is another great art of the Kazakh people. The Kazakh farmer uses this skil l for surv ival. For 

the rul e rs and nobles, it was an enterta inm e nt, an art, show in g the majesty of the aristocracy. Resea rchers suggest 

that the art of hunting with birds is three thousand yea rs old. The birds that are used include -the golden eagle , 

the falcon, the hawk, the white goshawk and the Saker falcon. In reality, caring for ,- feeding , and teaching these 

birds is a lso a sc ience . Hunting w ith birds provided the means for social relationships and productivity in the life 

of the Kazakhs . The Kazakhs tamed golden eagle chick from birth. "If you tame a bird , tame an eagle. Then you 

will dress in fox furs in the w inter and silk in the summer." So high is the professionalism of the Kazakh falconers , 

that a ta me golden eagle is mu ch stro nger than a wi ld golden eagle. The go ld en eagle li ve up to 20 years . The 

Kazakhs and Kyrgyz have specia l names for each age of the eagle. Such as Balapan , Kantubit , Tirnek, Kumtulek , 

Muzbalak, Koktubit , Kana , Zhana, Maytubit, Barkyn , Barshin , Shogel and others. Studies by A . Margualn indicate 

that in Kazakh language, there are abo ut 1.5 thousand titles directly related to the golden eagle. This wonderful 

art that combines courage and ag ili ty was highly valued and of interest for people like Aba y Kunanbayuli , Chokaa 

Valikhanov, Mukhtar Auezov, Kanish Satbay, Zhayau Musa , Ukili Ibiray, Akan Seri and lmanzhusip. Abay was also 

known as a falconer. History records that Jochi Khan had 3000 birds and that Ablai Khan had 500 golden eagles , 300 

hawks and falcons.

That is wh y we 

are sure that the nobl e off-spring was not just showin g 

off. " Even today, t he Uisun ' s racers of these types are 

re garded as breeding ho rses in China. These horses are 

slim , beautiful , fast and hardy.

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Kazakhs say: "Food gives strength to man." The 

ancient Greek historians wrote that kumis (fermented 

mare's milk) was a favorite and special food of the 

Saka. National recipes and methods of cooking kazy, 

kumis (fermented mare's milk) and shubat (fermented 

camel's mi lk) were created by the Kazakh people years 

ago. " Tas koriktigin" is a recipe that Kazakh herders 

often make in the fie ld. The recipe is as follows: first , 

use the campfire to heat up a small stone. Second , 

pour raw goal's milk into a wooden bowl which was 

pre pa red by Kazakh herders. Third , put tbe bot stone 

into the bowl to make the milk boil. Scientists have 

confirmed that "Tas koriktigin" has been around since 

the Stone Age. Another delicacy which shows the 

wisdom of Kazakh Hunters is called , "Combe". It is 

cooked without fire or a dishware. Kazakh peop le 

have a rich heritage of national dishes. They cooked 

the following milk products: kurt (salted milk ba lls) , 

irimshik (sweet butter) , kilegey (sour cream) , kaymak 

(cream) , ayran (yogurt) , suzbe (sweat cream) , shubat 

and kumis. Many delicious dishes are made of grains.

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They include roasted wheat , millet soaked in milk , 

z hent (a dish made of pounded dried cottage cheese with 

melted butter and sugar) and wheat ' s kozhe (a liquid 

drink made of wheat) . The most important traditional 

dish , beshbarmak, is traditionally served according to 

a ritual. It is cooked with meat (mutton , beef, or hors e 

me at) , carrots , potatoes and onions. The meat is se rv ed 

in a specific order from 13 different parts of th e shee p. 

For example , the most honorable g ue sts , usually the 

oldest ones are given the sheep 's head . Tbe preparation 

of meat (cooking , serv in g) is a n a rt associated with th e 

high culture and science . 

Depending on the position of the honored gue s t , 

news will be discussed from far and near. Guests and 

hosts may also sing songs , read couplets and poems , 

and play musical instruments. Guests always do "Bata" 

(blessings for food and hosts) at the beginning of the 

meal. It supports the Kazakh prov e rb , "Praises giv e 

half happiness . " To sum up , the Kazakh tradition of 

eating complements the nomadic culture . For th e 

most honored guests , the Ka zakhs killed a colt with 
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a sp lash of whi te on it forehead (" Kokk hask hatay" ). 

For ordin a ry re p ec t e d guests , they ki ll ed a w hi te 

heep .
