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A NEW SITE OF THE EARLY
SAKA TIME
IN EAST KAZAKHSTAN

New materials originating from the
burial mound of the Saka elite near the village
of Akzhailau in Eastern Kazakhstan are
characterized. The ground structure of the site was
erected on a special platform of rounded shape
and bounded by a deep moat, consists of layers
of rock, loam, turf slabs, silty lumps, gravel and
other materials alternating in a certain sequence
and is covered with a stone shell. A trapezoidal
stone structure on a rectangular base was erected
over the grave pit, with a dromos adjacent
to it on the east side, which had an overlap of
transversely laid poles. Closer to the junction
of the dromos and the tombstone structure, two
hidden treasures were found, which consisted of
items of horse equipment and their jewelry made
of gold.
